My overall impression of the meeting was positive. This is the third time that we have met with the EA LMR team of Siewert and Doss. The first with Mr. Mulgrew in attendance. They came prepared and ready to discuss and attempt resolution on the issues at hand.  The meeting structure was to complete article 67 grievances first, followed by article 10 matters.
